The loch levels have fallen down with the recent warm weather. There is a strong likelihood that several small shoals of springers have already entered the loch since the season began.

This weekend could see the first springer being taken off the loch provided there are sufficient boats launched. We will keep you informed of any developments or news, so no worries on that front.

With the Barrage gates lifted the water levels should encourage the odd taker if you can find out where they are likely to be lying?

The bailiffs boat is likely to be launched over this Easter weekend so please ensure you have your permit for 2007 before you go out in your boat. There will be no excuses for anglers, so please abide by the law and have your permit with you at all times. The bailiffs are likely to be checking permits and the ID cards as well. Please when you see the bailiffs boat approaching to wind in your rods if asked to do so. This avoids any confusion as the bailiffs have to check that permits are valid and fully up to date.

The river clean up on the river leven is likely to take place mid May. No final date has been set but we will let you know once a definite date has been set.

                            RIVER LEVEN CLEAN UP 

Our chairman was asked some weeks ago by the head bailiff if we could arrange a river leven clean up. A number of years ago we carried out a major clean up throughout the river leven. It was a major success with many tons of rubbish removed. We repeated the clean up the following year and removed almost as much again. 

On the two previous occasions those that turned up came from the endrick and the loch as well as virtually all the committee chairman and vice chairman all turning up to help out. The only people missing were the leven permit holders with only a few turning up!

This time it will be interesting to see if the leven anglers turn up or not. Since this is the head bailiffs planned clean up perhaps it will be better supported by leven anglers. The planned day is likely to be on a Sunday sometime in May. We hope there is a good turn out by members, leven permit holders and just ordinary local people who would like to see “their river” being tided up and looking beautiful again.

We have not decided yet if we will carry out the bank cutting directly before or after the clean up.  If support is forthcoming from the leven anglers, we will also hire out a JCB and if we can get permission from the mysterious owner re the Renton Boathouse area, we can clear away the huge amount of rubbish that has accumulated there by indiscriminate dumping. Any other areas that require heavy machinery we will ensure it is available.

Who knows perhaps this could be the start of better relations between  different sections of the fishery all working together for the greater good.
