The bailiffs patrol boat has been out during the week. They have instructions to prosecute those who do not have a valid permit and clearly know what they are doing whilst they fish for salmon and sea trout without written permission. No excuses!

There have been problems with the bailiffs boat recently and the whole steering mechanism was the most recent break down. Getting someone to actually do the job let along the price to get the work done has obviously annoyed our chairman greatly. He went out last Saturday and stripped the whole thing down freed off the various seized parts at the boat engine side and fitted a new steering cable and mechanism at the steering wheel end. The bailiffs have tested the boat during the week and everything is now fine. We are also looking at a spare boat to use in the event that a fault prevents the bailiffs boat to be used on occasions. People who take out a membership and think they can then fish the following year for free are going to find themselves in for a nasty shock with a fine much greater than the annual permit when they get caught, as they will do so, at some point in time. The patrol boat will be out far more regularly from now till the season ends. Other bailiffs will continue to operate on the rivers ensuring that all is ok there as well. LLAIA members should be heartened with this news as each person who fishes without a permit and takes fish is depriving members of their sport and causes the price of the permits to rise to pay for these individual law breakers.

Anyway it is looking good now so time to get out and enjoy some good sport.
