The river leven was very quite during the week with very few anglers bothering to fish! The water levels have been  higher than summer low so one can only surmise that most anglers are reconciling themselves that the spring salmon fishing season has been and gone with around half a dozen fish taken from the river throughout the spring months.

Yet could quite easily have forked out more than that amount for ONE DAYS fishing on many other rivers for the same result.
