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There have been several nice sea trout caught in the lower tidal stretches of the river during low tides. To date most fish have been caught on bait but with the warmer weather the fly fishers should appear and no doubt several more will be caught on the fly.  With the first springer already taken on the fly by Mr. Robertson more are likely to follow as the weeks progress. 

The River produced another two springers on Saturday and once again they have been taken from two different parts of the river. This enforces our earlier comments that there appears to be more springers about than usual. The Haldane burn stretch down to the bridge is proving the best area so far. Kevin Campbell took one of the fish mentioned weighing 14lb and was caught on a flying condom. Bailiffing continues to be at full strength and patrols both during the day and night will hopefully ensure the fish are still there for anglers to catch. As stated we want anglers to enjoy the prospect of fishing for springers that are in the river and we are making a big effort to see that anglers fishing the leven are provided with top class sport. We know many rivers that offer daily permits for fifty or sixty pounds which offer far less chance of a springer or a good sea trout than what is offered on the leven and all for £90.00 for a season or £15.00 for a day. 







Another couple of sea trout have been taken weighing 2lbs each. The prospects are looking good and we would not be surprised to see another springer taken on Monday. Water levels continue to hold up well, so conditions are also in the angler’s favour.  If things continue to pick up we could see a delightful merry month of May. 

Lets hope the final week of April brings us more sport with both spring salmon and cracking sea trout there to be caught.
Hopefully we will keep you posted at to fish caught etc.
