                                RIVER LEVEN REPORTS UPDATE 27TH JUNE 2007
On Friday the 22nd June there was a 9lb salmon of the river by Tom Kirkbride and on Saturday Davy Robertson’s mate (possibly William Grey) lost a nice fish at the stockie bridge. Salmon have been seen at this area possibly heading up into the loch as sightings of fish at the barrage has started to increase over this past week. On both these days there were few angers fishing so perhaps more would have been caught……if only. 
On Monday 25th June three salmon were taken off the river.  Billy Stephenson at 9lbs, Paul Matulevicze 9lbs and another angler called Frank also had one.

Yesterday (Tuesday) another two fish were taken. Alec McElwee a nice fish at 11lbs and Duncan Campbell 9lbs. 

In addition to this there have been some nice shoals of sea trout showing in the lower reaches of the leven. These fish are likely to be heading for the loch through the night. Time to start night fishing for sure. 

There have been just as many fish lost as landed over this last couple of days with chic McLean and big Keith both losing fish. Jim Campbell also lost one.

There are reports of fish being taken on the loch with at least two brought into the VOLDAC HQ in the last couple of days. Our head bailiff was telling us that he had a report of plenty of fish showing in the loch but the report is vague. Eddie will try to get more details but it is someone who lives on or near the loch apparently. Loch catches are few and far between as the link between loch anglers and us is poor. Hopefully we can improve on this and get more catches reported from the loch.
Looks like things are beginning to heat up both on the river and on the loch. Many other systems are very quiet at this time as they await the arrival of the grilse. On the loch Lomond system we still get runs of good sized summer fish and our sea trout stocks are holding up well considering the state of sea trout stocks in general.
